The past year has been one of
both consolidation and change.
Following extensive

consultations with parishioners

2 and in partnership with the

District Council and others

there is now the very real

prospect of a scheme of

affordable housing at Upton
yCross.

Meanwhile the staple work of
the parish goes on. It includes
responding to consultation
documents (including planning
applications), maintenance of

Chlay equipment, public
conveniences, burial ground
and footpaths, making grants
and donations and working
closely with County and District
Councils.

The time is fast approaching for
a review of the Parish Plan - the
significance of which was
stressed by Jim Knight MP,
Minister for Rural Affairs and
Biodiversity when he visited the
Parish in August. Made up of
the views and aspirations of
everyone who responded to the
Parish Survey it has provided a
basis for Parish, District and
County Council projects. But it
Is also a valuable source of
hard evidence about the views
of our community for other

organisations on matters as
varied as public transport,
healthcare and our local
environment.

Looking ahead next May
brings the Local Elections so if
you have ever considered
involvement in the work of the
Council now is a good time to
start thinking about it. Maybe
coming to observe a meeting or
two beforehand might
persuade you? Either way
there is an open session at
every meeting when
parishioners can speak to the
Council about a planning
application or what the

Council does. Please feel free
to come along — this is your
Council.

On a personal note and as
Chairman for the past year,
my appreciation goes to fellow
Councillors (including District
and County) and our Clerk for
their work on behalf of the
Parish over the past year. But
most of all to everyone involved
in parish affairs through the
host of community
organisations, clubs and
societies which make our
Parish such a special place to
live, work and visit.
